The workshops will be taught by top-level math teachers.  High school and college students will be available as tutors.  We will work on math, study, thinking, and communication skills.  Summer math students have the chance to move up a level in math. Our goal is to make sure everyone in the program succeeds in Algebra, or moves ahead to honors math.

MESA Ninth Grade Bridge Program (Sept – June)

Ninth Grade Bridge is school-year enrichment program.  It will be held after-school twice per week at Franklin, Garfield, Rainier Beach and Chief Sealth for 25 students from each school.  We will also meet one Saturday per month.  Ninth Grade Bridge helps students earn at least a 3.0 GPA and engages them in fun, hands-on projects like music and audio engineering, computer science/building, aviation, bridges, and solar cars. Students enrolled in the Ninth Grade Bridge Program will also take part in our overnight trip to Microsoft campus, where we focus on high school success, setting goals, self-esteem, and leadership.
